Logic Homes (formally Gentect Homes) has come a long way since
Genesis Housing Group helped set it up in 2003 and Genesis are
enthused about the opportunities the expansion of the model brings
for both the current and new shareholders.
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Designed and constructed by 
SHP and Durkan respectively, the
Fairview Road development in
central Stevenage comprises 
198 houses and flats for rent 
and shared ownership.

Stage One handover is now
complete, with Genesis achieving
100% of the released shared
ownership homes under offer.  
Final completion will be May 2007. 

many of the private sale units being
sold. Set adjacent to open green
spaces with no through roads,
these one & two bedroom
apartments and two & three
bedroom houses, which have been
designed by SHP, comprise 122
homes, 81 being private sale and
41 being affordable housing.

The project is being constructed 
by Hill Partnerships and is due for
completion in June 2007.
