In our previous newsletter,
published in autumn 2006, 
we celebrated the launch of 
Logic Homes and welcomed

These exciting developments have
resulted in Logic Homes being able
to successfully position itself for
expansion and growth in 2007 for 
the lead up to the 2008/11 National
Affordable Housing Programme 
bid round.

Growing 
Logic Homes
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The theme of the past six
months for Logic Homes
has been one of successful
delivery through the
completion of 453 homes
in Crawley, Hemel
Hempstead, Stevenage
and Welwyn Garden City.   

Further success was achieved
last month when Logic Homes
secured planning consent on
two sites in Northampton owned
by English Partnerships, thereby
obtaining planning approval on
all Logic Homes’ Challenge
Fund II sites.

We have also had further
success in our National
Affordable Housing grant
allocation, with the 2006/08
allocation almost doubling from
£5.3 million to £9.7 million with 
the addition of grant for Lennig
House in Croydon.  Led by
Durkan New Homes, Lennig
House introduced RSL Croydon
Churches Housing Association to
Logic Homes and is one of many
examples that demonstrate our
commitment to working closely
with local partners.

In our previous newsletter we
profiled our two housing
association partners: Genesis
Housing Group and
Presentation.  In this edition we
focus on our four contractor
partners, all of whom play an
integral role in sourcing new sites,

supporting the acquisition
process, driving schemes through
planning and delivering the
schemes through construction.

Cranes Farm Road, Basildon

The Cranes Farm Road
development comprises 60 homes
which include flats, terraced
townhouses and both semi-
detached and detached houses.
With a projected completion date
of February 2008, the site is in its final
phase of completion and the high-
quality design of the site is
becoming evident.  The success of
the site to date is also highlighted by
keen interest in the first release of
shared ownership homes for sale. 

Tushmore Roundabout, 
Crawley
Situated just before the Tushmore
Roundabout in Crawley is the Logic
Homes development comprised of
40 homes for both affordable rent
and shared ownership.  Delivered
through Allenbuild, Tushmore’s
design maintains an existing public
right of way, forming an important
part of the landscaping.

After starting on-site in January 2006,
successful completion is scheduled
for mid-June 2007.

The Factory Quarter development
will retain and echo the best of 
the original Prestolite factory
buildings, provide a total of 453
homes, including 165 homes for sale,
184 homes for shared ownership and
104 homes for rent; and also feature:

• Space for a health/
childcare facility 

• café 

• retail shop

• community spaces

• landscaped shared spaces 
and play areas

• artist studios

• commercial spaces for small 
local businesses.

Genesis are planning to pilot an
innovative home ownership option
as part of a major Group project
named 'Your Place'.  Genesis are
seeking to introduce reduced level
Social HomeBuy scheme at Factory
Quarter where residents will be able
to purchase stakes in their home 
from as low as 10%.  In addition,
Genesis is offering equity stakes of 
3% to customers who maintain a
good tenancy record and take 
on repair obligations.

Factory Quarter will also see the
creation of 230 jobs through its
commercial developments which
complement the housing and create
a sustainable community.  The
commercial spaces have been
designed with large glazed windows
to maximise sunlight, promote an
attractive outlook for workers and
provide natural surveillance on the
communal landscaped areas.

In the London Renewables Toolkit
(LRT), the Government wanted 

“to generate 10% of UK electricity
from renewable energy sources by
2010” and “to cut carbon dioxide
emissions by 60% by 2050”.  
To address these targets, Genesis
Housing Group and its architects
created revolutionary designs with
respect to environmental
sustainability and energy efficiency.   

Each of the buildings were designed
to incorporate 10% renewable
energy resources, maximise natural
sources of light and heat, and
integrate wind turbine and
communal heating technology to
achieve a ‘very good’ EcoHomes
rating for the site.

The following energy-saving 
measures include:

• Opaque building fabric insulation

• Window glazing

• Limited air permeability

• Gas-fired heating with a minimum
boiler seasonal efficiency of 90%

• Combined Heat and Power (CHP)
serving a site-wide Private Wire
Network (PWN)

• Community heating

• Renewable energy sources 
of biofuel boilers and micro 
wind turbines.

This mutual collaboration of those
involved in designing the Factory
Quarter site is an example of what
successful partnership can achieve.
